Moved by Stephens supported by Witte to connect to pump stations 12 (Cheryl Drive) and 15 (past bridge on Genesee Road past Richfield) at a cost of $77,500.00.  Discussion held.  Maker of motion and supporter agreed to table motion to get lower bids.  Vote taken.  Motion carried. 
Moved by Stephen supported by Witte to approve renewal of contract for one year with Mid Michigan for sanitary sewer system at the current rate of $97,350.00.  Discussion held.  Roll call vote:  All yes.  Motion carried.
Moved by Stephens supported by Bates to pay Wade-Trim, not to exceed $1000.00, they will be looking into finding help for funding and grants on phase one and two of program for cleaning sewers.  Discussion held.  Roll call vote:  All yes.  Motion carried.
Moved by Stephens supported by Bates to approve jetting one fourth of the township sewer lines at a cost of $38,015.08.  Discussion held.  Maker and supporter of motion agreed to rescind motion to get bids to include tv-ing and jetting of sewer lines.  Vote taken.  Motion carried.

Moved by Stephens supported by Bates to approve Ron Hawks for janitorial service for fire station #1 at a cost of $250.00 per month and Michael Anderson for janitorial service for fire station #2 at a cost of $250.00 per month; both one year contracts.  Roll call vote:  All yes.  Motion carried.
Moved by Mannor supported by Bates to pay Glaser-Dawes for the work on N. Genesee Road for $3575.00.  Discussion held.  Roll call vote:  All yes.  Motion carried.
PUBLIC COMMENTS
Shirley Selvidge, questioned about janitorial service.
Diane LaMay, inquired if the board would be doing any beautification for the township such as Victorian lighting on the streets.
Kristina Earlinsaw, lives in the Highland Mobile Home park questioned the new law regarding taxing additional amenities for mobile homes and when would the taxes be implemented.
Randy Burch questioned who bid the hook up for the pump stations and jetting.
