PRESENTATIONS

Debra Gilbert, Executive Director on behalf of Eastside Senior Citizens Association requesting $42,837.00 for the 2012 fiscal year to be used for capital improvements.  Specific items of need include, but are not limited to: 1) seal coating of asphalt; 2) computers; 3) copy machine; 4) commercial refrigerator; 5) cabinets for kitchen; 6) cabinets for restrooms; 7) commercial vacuum; 8) roof; 9)steam table for kitchen; 10) shuffleboard courts; 11) van; 12) benches; 13) chairs; 14) dishwasher replacement; 15) signage; 16) carpeting for the office, media center and game area.
Tammie Coates on behalf of Genesee Township residents and the Genesee Township Neighborhood Watch Association requesting $2000.00 for start up supplies for neighborhood watch program; also requesting on behalf of the Greater Beecher Business Area, $4000.00 for lawn mowing equipment (2 walk behind mowers and 2 trimmers) to control blight; $6000.00 for smoke detectors (1000 at $6.00 each); and funds for roads, sidewalks, demolitions and street lighting to be given at a later date.
Mr. Bates spoke in regards to the grants received last year and this year in regards to demolition.  In December 2011, the township will receive a letter from Genesee County regarding properties going back for taxes; money will need to be allocated for demolition if the township were to take any properties back.  The land bank is losing a lot of money and will be unable to keep their properties up so the township will be responsible.
