This budget was not an easy task; with continued cuts to state shared revenues, we must be ever diligent in our efforts to provide the best possible services with less money.

This budget does not contain any appropriation from Fund Balance, as this fund ceases to be replenished.

The fiscal year 2006 budget is supported solely by 4.7638 mills for unit operation and approximately 2.2 million dollars in state shared revenue.  This budget also accounts for rising costs expected in utilities along with costs subject to Union contracts.

This budget is nearly $350,000.00 less than 2005.

The budgeting process will not get any better while this economy continues to shrink.
